Re: Asthma / Inhalers in School

In line with Buckinghamshire Council’s managing medicines in school policy, we have a register of pupils who require medication for asthma. It is therefore necessary for us to have a clear healthcare plan for every pupil on this register. As you have indicated that your child has asthma please fill in the enclosed healthcare plan and return it to us, together with a small photograph as soon as possible. This information will be available for the class teachers and others working with your child to ensure their safest wellbeing at all times.

Parents should: 
· Bring their child’s medication and any equipment into school at the beginning of the school year and collect it at the end of the summer term;
· Replace the medication before the expiry date;
· Send in their named inhaler in a named clear plastic bag for easy storage;
· Ensure medicines are in the original box with the child’s name on it;
· As good practice, take into school the new asthma reliever inhaler when prescribed;
· Dispose of expired items to a pharmacy for safe disposal.
